Your reference will act in support of the candidate’s application; therefore your earliest response would be immensely appreciated. We are unable to shortlist candidates without references.

About the programme:

The Catholic Parliamentary Internship scheme is now in its twelfth year; this scheme will provide eight recently graduated Catholics with an intensive experience of political and social action in a spiritual context.  Four interns will be placed with Christian MPs at Westminster, one in a parliamentary support role within the Secretariat, two in public policy with CAFOD and CSAN, one in a media internship in Archbishop’s House Westminster.

All internships will run from September 2015 - July 2016.
In addition to educational work experience all internships also involve:
· Opening and closing individually guided retreat, and spiritual guidance

· Studying Christian ethics and Catholic social teaching 

· Visits including to the Vatican

· Exploring the Church’s involvement in social action through events and visits to projects.

Interns’ will be selected on the basis of ability and potential to gain most benefit from this experience with financial support provided. Those chosen will have free catered accommodation in London and an allowance to assist with living and travel costs for the duration of the internship.
